July 2013 under the Education and Training Boards Act, 2013. We are the state 
education and training authority for Dublin city and serve the area covered by 
Dublin City Council, which stretches from Finglas and Coolock (north and north-
east of the city) to Ringsend and Ballyfermot (south and south-west of the city). 

CDETB operates 25 schools and colleges including two Community National 
School, 11 Second Level Schools and 12 Colleges of Further Education. We 
manage 9 Youthreach Centres, two Training Centres, and an Adult Education 
Service operating in five separate areas across the city. We also provide an 
education service in seven Prisons and fund a range of Community Training 
Centres and Local Training Initiatives. This provision is delivered by over 3,000 
staff to over 48,000 learners (20,000 full-time and 28,000 part-time) and is 
supported by a range of services including a psychological service, a curriculum 
development unit, a buildings maintenance unit and the CDETB Head Office 
staff in Ballsbridge.
 
CDETB has statutory responsibility for supporting the provision, coordination, 
administration and assessment of youth work services in Dublin city. We are 
also the lead partner for Music Generation Dublin City. CDETB is responsible for 
the national awarding authority for student grants in Ireland, Student Universal 
Support Ireland (SUSI).

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Second Level
CDETB has a long and proud tradition in second level education.  
We have an excellent team of highly qualified and experienced 
teachers who are committed to success, raising expectations, 
providing opportunities and striving to meet the needs of all our 
students in caring and supportive settings.  Besides providing a 
strong academic and creative environment each of our schools 
offers dynamic extra-curricular activity in sports and cultural 
activities.   

Second level education consists of a three-year Junior Cycle, followed by a two or 
three year Senior Cycle depending on whether the optional Transition Year (TY) is 
taken. 

Students usually begin the Junior Cycle at age 12.  The Junior Certificate 
examination is taken after three years. The Senior Cycle caters for students in the 
15 to 18 year age group.  It includes an optional Transition year, which follows 
immediately after the Junior Cycle.  TY provides an opportunity for students to 
experience a wide range of educational inputs, including work experience, over 
the course of a year that is free from formal examinations.  

Junior Cycle:
The Junior Cycle builds on the foundations of Primary Education. It allows the 
student to achieve a level of competence in a wide range of subjects that will 
enable him/her to proceed to Senior Cycle.  A number of our schools also offer 
the Junior Certificate School Programme (JCSP) which provides a curricular 
framework that helps to make the Junior Cycle more accessible to young people 
who may leave school early.  

Transition Year: 
Before students progress to a two year Leaving Certificate course they normally 
choose to engage in a Transition Year programme which gives them the 
opportunity to encounter a wide range of educational experiences, including 
work experience. Students engage in a holistic education tailored to their needs 
without an excessive focus on examinations.  Afterwards students can choose 
one of three programmes at Leaving Certificate level.    
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Leaving Certificate: 
Students normally study seven examinable subjects but must take at least 
five subjects, including Irish (unless you are exempted from the study of Irish 
by the Department of Education) however most students take 7 subjects. 
Students intending to go on to University normally take the Leaving Certificate 
examination at the end of Senior Cycle. There is a strong academic focus and 
students are encouraged to perform to the best of their ability.
 
Leaving Certificate Applied (LCA): 
This two-year person-centred programme aims at preparing students for adult 
and working life. The programme is geared around practical tasks and projects. 
It is intended to meet the needs of students who are not adequately catered for 
by other Leaving Certificate Programmes.  The Leaving Certificate Applied (LCA) 
Programme is made up of a number of modules grouped under three headings:  
General Education, Vocational Education and Vocational Preparation.  Successful 
LCA candidates frequently progress to Further Education, an apprenticeship or 
employment.  

Leaving Certificate Vocational Programme (LCVP):
This programme has a strong vocational element that concentrates on 
technological subjects.  It gives students the opportunity to realise their 
potential for self-directed learning, innovation and enterprise.  As part of 
this Programme students engage in work experience, sampling an area of 
employment that they have an interest in. Students take five subjects (including 
two vocational subjects), a Modern European Language and link modules on 
Enterprise Education, Preparation for Work and Work Experience.  
 
Repeat Leaving Certificate courses are offered in a number of our Colleges.  
These courses cater for adult students of all ages.

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Youth and Education Service 
for Refugees and Migrants 
YES for Refugees and Migrants is a youth and education service for young people 
from refugee and migrant backgrounds - in particular unaccompanied minors. 
It offers a range of education and youth-work activities that complement 
formal education provision and non-formal youth work practice. The service’s 
programmes and interventions aim to support young people to realise their full 
potential, to negotiate and navigate their environment and life in Ireland and to 
live independent and healthy lives.  

The Migrant Access Programme (MAP) prepares newly arrived unaccompanied 
minors, migrants and refugees for post primary education or training in Ireland 
– linguistically, culturally and socially. The programme includes English as an 
Additional Language (EAL), Mathematics and Life-Skills, as well as a variety of 
extra-curricular activities.

The AMEL (Access for Migrants through Education and Learning) Programme is a 
basic education course for 17 to 23 year old Beginner ESOL learners. Classes are 
between 15 and 18 hours per week and include ESOL, basic Maths and IT skills 
with the possibility of QQI level 2 or 3 minor award accreditation.

The School Support Programme supports students in post-primary school or 
training through various learner- and teacher- focussed interventions. During 
school holidays the service operates intensive revision and pre-exam preparation 
classes for Junior and Leaving Certificate students with EAL. 

AMEL and the School support Programme are co-financed by the European 
Commission under the Asylum, Migration and Integration Fund 2014-2020 and 
are supported by the Department of Justice and Equality.  
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The Youth Service supports the social and personal development of 
unaccompanied minors and other young refugees and migrants through 
a variety of interventions and programmes. The youth workers work with 
individuals, groups and families and cooperate with key stakeholders to ensure 
a holistic and collaborative approach to addressing the needs of the children and 
young people. 

The Service collaborates with key organisations to support and promote best 
practice in intercultural education and youthwork and to advocate on behalf of 
young refugees and asylum seekers in Ireland and the EU.

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Drug Treatment Court
The Drug Treatment Court is a court-supervised treatment programme to help 
drug dependent offenders to address their addictions and offending behaviours.  
Those who can apply must be over 17 years of age and have pleaded guilty to 
a non-violent crime in the Dublin District Court. CDETB provides a specifically 
designed education programme for the Drug Treatment Court participants. This 
programme provides addiction recovery support classes which are timetabled 
around court and medical appointments    

The Drug Treatment Court Education programme also provides: 

•	 Adult Guidance Counselling for each participant. 
•	 A specialised educational programme specific to the Drug Treatment Court 

which includes QQI level 2, 3 and 4 accreditation in literacy, numeracy, 
computers, health and fitness, art, food and nutrition, work preparation, 
personal effectiveness. 

•	 A Skills Programme which includes nutrition and health, time management, 
health and fitness, communication skills, stress management, meditation, 
outdoor pursuits, peer support and addiction awareness. 

•	 Advice placement and ongoing liaison/support to clients when referred to 
other education, training or work placements. 

•	 Evaluation and review of progress of every participant reported weekly to the 
to the Drug Treatment Court

McDermott St and Youthreach 10a Parnell Square.

•	 An Outreach Book Club for children living in emergency accommodation. 
•	 A five-week Summer Project with outings etc. 
•	 One-to-one education / therapy support for children where needed.

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Student Universal Support 
Ireland (SUSI) 
Student Universal Support Ireland (SUSI) is Ireland’s single national awarding 
authority for all further and higher education grants. 
SUSI provides grant assistance for approved full time education in Post Leaving 
Certificate (PLC) courses. Eligible students attending a PLC course receive a 
maintenance grant.
To be eligible for a grant, you must meet the following criteria:

Nationality 
You must be an Irish, EU, EEA, UK or Swiss Federation national or have an eligible 
permission to remain in the State.

Residency 
You must have been resident in the Irish State or the EU, EEA, UK or Swiss 
Federation for three of the last five years. 
               
Progression 
You must be progressing in your education. For example, if you were previously 
awarded a level 6 qualification, you must be studying at level 7 or above on the 
National Framework of Qualifications.

Approved Course/Institution
You must be studying an approved course in an approved institution. 

Reckonable Household Income 
Your reckonable income, as calculated for grant assessment purposes, must fall 
under specific thresholds.

The online application system for the 2022/23 academic year opens in spring 
2022 and you do not need to have accepted your course to make an application.

Qualifications 
Quality and Qualifications Ireland (QQI) is an independent State agency 
responsible for promoting quality and accountability in education and training 
services in Ireland.  It was established in 2012. 

The QQI Award is the quality-assured qualification awarded for further and 
higher education and training in Ireland. The QQI award has replaced the 
certification previously made by FETAC and HETAC.  

One of the roles of QQI is to maintain the National Framework of Qualifications 
(NFQ) as a system of relating different qualification levels to one another.
Learners receive a QQI award when they successfully complete a course at any of 
the 10 levels of the National Framework of Qualification (NFQ).

The Higher Education Links Scheme (HELS) gives learners the opportunity to 
use their QQI level 5 or 6 major FET award to apply, through the CAO (Central 
Applications Office), for a place on a higher education course.
